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Article 1
These Regulations have been established by the Institute of Linguistics at National Chung Cheng University (hereinafter referred to as “the Institute” and “the University" respectively), in accordance with the University Academic Regulations and the Regulations Governing the Conferment of Graduate Degrees. They regulate matters related to admission, enrollment, coursework, examinations, degree conferral, and other related procedures for doctoral students at the Institute.
Chapter 1: Admission Requirements
Article 2

Applicants who possess a master’s degree from a publicly recognized or accredited private university, independent college, or a foreign institution acknowledged by the Ministry of Education, and who fulfill the University’s standards for doctoral admission, are eligible to enroll in the Ph.D. program.
Article 3

Master’s students at the Institute who meet the University’s “Regulations for Direct Admission to Doctoral Programs” may be recommended and, upon successful review, proceed directly to the doctoral program.
Chapter 2: Duration of Study
Article 4
The standard duration of study is three years, with a minimum of two years and a maximum of seven years. For students with full-time employment (in-service students), the maximum duration is eight years.
Chapter 3: Credit Requirements 

Article 5
Doctoral students must complete 30 credits within their study period.
A. Required courses
For students admitted before the 2017 academic year: Choose either Data Collection Methods (3 credits) or The Nature of Linguistic Theory (3 credits).
For students admitted from the 2018 academic year onwards: The Theoretical and Empirical Basis of Linguistics (3 credits) is mandatory.

B. Elective courses

Students must select one Major field (minimum 9 credits) and one Minor field (minimum 6 credits) from the following seven areas:
1. Phonology and Phonetics
2. Syntax and Semantics

3. Pragmatics and Sociolinguistics

4. Language and Cognition

5. Corpus and Computational Linguistics

6. Teaching Chinese as a Second Language

7. Sign Language Linguistics
With the advisor’s approval, graduate students may enroll in other relevant courses; however, credits earned from equivalent-level courses taken outside the Institute may count toward the graduation credit requirement, up to a maximum of six credits. Such courses must be approved by both the advisor and the Institute Director.

Article 6
The Institute may require graduate students to complete the compulsory credits specified in the master’s program (Syntax and Phonology), depending on the students’ academic background. Credits earned from these courses shall not be counted toward the graduation credit requirement.

Article 7
Graduate students may apply for exemption from required courses previously completed at the Institute, provided that no more than three years have passed since completion.

Article 8
Students admitted directly to the doctoral program must fulfill the above-mentioned credit requirements after entering the program.

Chapter 4: Doctoral Candidate Qualification Examination

Article 9
Students must select a dissertation advisor by the end of their second year. The advisor shall be responsible for forming the Dissertation Supervision Committee and shall serve as its convener. The Committee shall consist of three to five members. In addition to the advisor, who shall serve as an ex officio member, the remaining members shall be appointed by the advisor and reported to the Institute Affairs Meeting.
Article 10

Doctoral students at the Institute who have completed thirty credits of the requisite courses within three years of enrollment and have attained a score of 80 or higher in each course may apply for the Doctoral Candidacy Qualification Examination. Refer to the Institute’s Regulations Governing the Implementation of the Qualification Examination for further details.
Article 11

Doctoral students at the Institute must complete the written subject examination of the Doctoral Candidacy Qualification Examination within five years of enrollment. Candidates who do not pass any of the required examination subjects within this period may apply for a retake of the failed portion, limited to one attempt only. Failure to pass the retake shall result in the cancellation of the student’s doctoral program status.
Chapter 5: Doctoral Dissertation and Degree Examination 

Article 12

The Doctoral Dissertation Examination Committee of the Institute shall consist of five to nine scholars, including the thesis advisor, appointed by the Institute Director. At least one member must be from outside the Institute.
Article 13

The Doctoral Dissertation Examination Committee shall have one convener responsible for coordinating all matters related to the doctoral examination. The convener shall be appointed by the Institute Director; however, the thesis advisor may not serve as the convener.
Chapter 6: Dissertation Quality
Article 14

The doctoral dissertation must be original research conducted by the doctoral student under the supervision of the thesis advisor and presented in a rigorous and systematic manner.
Chapter 7: Scholarships
Article 15

Doctoral students at the Institute may apply for all scholarships and grants offered by the Institute during their studies.
Chapter 8: Additional Provisions
Article 16

These Regulations shall take effect upon approval by the Institute Affairs Meeting and submission to the Office of Academic Affairs for record, and the same procedure shall apply to any amendments hereto. 
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
